A TÉMAKÖRÖK KIVÁLASZTÁSA

Az Európai Bizottság 5 éves megbízatása során rendkívül sokféle üggyel foglalkozik. Kutatásunk 
előkészítési fázisában ezért azt a célt tűztük ki, hogy megpróbáljunk meghatározni néhány olyan 
fontos területet, amelyek egyrészt hazánk szempontjából kiemelt jelentőséggel bírnak, másrészt 
amelyekben már komoly európai viták bontakoztak ki, illetve továbbiak várhatóak, hiszen ezek a 
kérdések alapjaiban határozzák meg az Európai Unió jövőjével kapcsolatos gondolkodást. Ezen 
szempontok figyelembevételével fogalmaztuk meg kutatásunk fő irányának az alábbi pontokat:

A felsorolt és általunk megvizsgált témák egyrészt olyan szakpolitikai területeket érintenek, amelyek 
ugyan tagállami hatáskörbe tartoznak (Házasság, Családpolitika, Európai hadsereg), azonban az 
elmúlt évek értékvitái során felvetődött valamilyen közösségi sztenderd kialakítása, illetve különböző 
okokból élénk politikai viták kereszttüzébe kerültek ezek a kérdések. 

A témák egy másik része úgynevezett osztott hatáskörbe tartozik, vagyis az Európai Unió 
intézményei és a tagállamok is érintettek (Migráció és határvédelem, Terrorizmus és biztonság, 
Kvóta, Klímavédelem, EU-bővítés). 

Emellett vannak olyan szimbolikusnak tűnő kérdések, amelyek esetében első ránézésre közvetlen 
szakpolitikai kapcsolatot ugyan nem találunk, azonban az e kérdésekben elfoglalt álláspontok az EU 
különböző szakpolitikáiban hozott döntéseket alapvetően befolyásolhatják, s ezáltal jelenetős hatást 
gyakorolhatnak az európai uniós jogalkotás folyamatára, illetve a közösség jövőjével, célkitűzéseivel 
kapcsolatos gondolkodásra (Nyílt társadalom, Európa jövője). 

Az Ursula von der Leyen által vezetett testület tagjait a felsorolt kiemelt témákban elsősorban a 
biztosjelölti meghallgatásukon tett nyilatkozataik alapján igyekeztünk értékelni. Mindemellett 
figyelembe vettük olyan, legfőképpen a közelmúltban e témákban tett megszólalásaikat, amelyek 
különböző sajtóorgánumokban megjelentek. Néhány kérdésben azokra a korábban született 
nyilatkozatokra, politikai állásfoglalásokra, illetve fontos döntések, szavazások során nyilvánossá 
vált álláspontokra is igyekeztünk figyelmet fordítani, amelyek kiemelt témaként a médiában 
reflektorfénybe kerültek. Az adatok összegyűjtése során témánként 4-12 „keresőszót”, illetve 
kifejezést használtunk, elsősorban angol nyelven. Ezen a ponton szeretnénk felhívni a figyelmet az 
adatgyűjtés korlátaira, ugyanis minden biztosjelölttől az Európai Unió minden hivatalos nyelvén 
megjelent nyilatkozatának elemzése aránytalanul nagy erőforrásokat igényelne. Ezért is döntöttünk 
a többszörösen átgondolt és leellenőrzött keresőszavak használata, illetve – a magyar mellett – 
az angol nyelvű írások, cikkek, megszólalások, valamint fordítások mellett. Ennek ellenére így is 
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maradtak olyan témakörök, amelyek esetében nem találtunk minden jelölt esetében nyilatkozatot. 

A témakörökben tett fontosabb megnyilvánulások összegyűjtését követően – témakörök szerint – egy 
1-től 5-ig terjedő skálán tüntettük fel az adott biztos értékelését. A skálában egy összetett bal-jobb, 
globalista-szuverenista felosztás is megjelenik; a baloldali, liberális, föderalista, globalista értékekről 
tanúskodó nyilatkozatokat 1 és 2, a jobboldali, konzervatív, szuverenista nyilatkozatokat pedig a 4 
és 5 értékekhez rendeltük. Egy-egy biztos nyilatkozatainak skálán való elhelyezésénél figyelembe 
vettük az aktuális politikai vitákban ismert „szélsőértékeket”, markáns vagy-vagy álláspontokat, 
illetve a biztosok nyilatkozatait a többiekkel is összevetve igyekeztünk fellelni a hasonlóságokat, 
különbségeket, hangsúlybeli eltolódásokat, s ezeket csoportosítva törekedtünk az 1-től 5-ig való 
értékelésre. 

Az értékelés pontosítása és finomítása érdekében – ahol szükséges volt – a biztos pártja, illetve európai 
pártcsaládja által vallott nézeteket is segítségül hívtuk a pontosabb besorolás érdekében. Annak 
ellenére, hogy ez az esetek elenyésző részében módosított maximum egy értéket, azért tartottuk 
fontosnak megjegyezni a módszertan taglalásánál, mert bizonyos kifejezések vagy utalások pontok 
értelmezése esetében az adott politikai kontextus és közeg ismerete is elengedhetetlenül szükséges 
volt annak értelmezéséhez, hogy az adott biztos milyen szándékkal tette az adott nyilatkozatot. 
Ismételten fontos felhívni a figyelmet arra, hogy ez a finomítás az összesített értékeléseket nem 
torzítja, pusztán a megszólalások, vélemények közötti - sokszor igen csekély - különbségek esetében 
nyújtott segítséget a skálán való elhelyezésben.  

Azon jelöltek esetében, akik ugyan megszólaltak egy adott témában, azonban a megszólalásból nem 
teljesen világos, hogy mely ismert állásponthoz állnak közelebb, illetve az említett kontextus sem 
segített pontosítani, ott a köztes, vagyis 3-as értékelést adtuk. Emellett találkoztunk olyan esetekkel 
is, amikor egy biztos nem szólalt meg a témában a meghallgatása során, illetve az ismertetett 
keresőszavas módszerrel sem találtuk nyilatkozatot. Ezekben az esetekben – elkerülve, hogy a 
számítások során zavart okozzon – egy úgynevezett X értéket adtunk. 

Az X érték igen alacsony számban, de azokban az esetekben is megjelenik, amikor ugyan tett utalást 
az adott biztos a témára, azonban a megszólalás iránya nem világos, s a szándékot a politikai háttér 
és kontextus ismeretében sem tudtuk kétséget kizáró pontossággal meghatározni. 

A témakörökben történt biztosi megszólalások értékelését követően minden egyes biztos esetében 
törekedtünk egy összérték megadására egy szintén 1-től 5-ig terjedő skálán. Ehhez kiválasztottunk 
nyolc olyan témakört, amelyben egyrészről egyértelműen el lehet különíteni a baloldali és liberális, 
illetve konzervatív véleményeket, illetve a globalista és szuverenista tartalmú megszólalásokat. 
Másrészt a kiválasztás során arra is törekedtünk, hogy olyan területek eredményeire fókuszáljunk, 
amelyek elsősorban az Európai Unió belső ügyeit érintik, illetve jelentős kihatással lehetnek a jövőre. 

Így esett a választás a következő nyolc témakörre, amely a biztosok esetében a számítás alapját adja:

Mindezek mellett további három igen fontos és aktuális politikai területet is megvizsgáltunk, 
amelyeket ugyan a számítások során nem jelentettünk meg. Ennek oka, hogy ezekben a kérdésekben 
adott nyilatkozatokból nem állítható fel egy egyértelmű és torzításokat mellőző skála. Ezek a 
kérdéseket a következők: Klímavédelem, Közös védelem, EU-bővítés.
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A biztosok értékelését átlagszámítással állítottuk elő úgy, hogy csak azokban a kérdésekben tett 
nyilatkozatait vettük alapul, amelyek esetében X-től eltérő értéket adtunk. Az értékelésnél adott 
számokat biztosonként összeadtuk. Az osztó azonban változó, hiszen csak azon területek számával 
osztottuk el az összeadást követően kapott értéket, amelyekben értékelhető – vagyis X-től eltérő 
értéket kapott – nyilatkozatot tettek. Az X értékek mellőzését azért tartottuk indokoltnak, mert, ha 
az átlagszámítás során mindent az összes téma számával osztunk, akkor az igen jelentős eltéréseket, 
pontatlan összesített értékelést eredményezne, hiszen lennének olyan területek, ahol az adott jelölt 
ugyan nem szólalt meg, de mégis nem kívánt módon befolyásolná az összesített pontszámát. 

A TELJES BIZOTTSÁG ÉRTÉKELÉSE SORÁN ALKALMAZOTT MÓDSZEREK 

A biztosok témakörönkénti pontszámainak meghatározását követően a teljes Bizottság értékelése 
következett. Itt a biztosok esetében már alkalmazott módszerrel az összes megszólalás értéke 
került összegzésre, s ezt osztottuk el az összes érvényes (tehát X-en kívüli) nyilatkozat számával. 
Tettük ezt egyes témánként, illetve a nyolc kiemelet témakört összegezve a teljes Bizottságra is. 
A testület összesített értékének kiszámításakor mellőztük az Európai kultúra és a Családpolitika 
területek számait. Ennek oka, hogy ezeken a területeken a biztosok kevesebb mint fele nyilvánult 
meg. A módszertani megfontolás az volt, hogy ha a biztosi kollégiumban egy témában szavazásra 
kerülne a sor, akkor minimum 15 biztosnak a támogató szavazata (esetünkben – előrejelzés révén – 
egy irányban való gondolkodása) szükséges egy javaslat elfogadásához. Így a számítások során csak 
azokat a területeket vettük figyelembe, amelyek esetében minimum 15 biztos álláspontját sikerült 
rögzítenünk.

MIGRÁCIÓ ÉS HATÁRVÉDELEM

-	 Solutions that we need to find must simultaneously protect our common borders, save lives, 
stop the smugglers, relieve inhumane suffering, give refuge to those in need and return those 
who have no right to stay; and also solutions that focus on tackling the root causes of migration 
in close cooperation and partnerships with third countries, especially in Africa.40

-	 We need to be realistic: this is an issue that needs policy and needs an integral approach. 
Migration is and will be a permanent feature of our life. And issues such as climate change, 
geopolitical upheaval, poor governance, and demographic developments all will have their 
influence on migratory flows.41

-	 And no matter what people may want you to believe: there is no sea wide enough, no fence 
high enough, to prevent people from coming if desperation takes a hold. If they don’t see any 
alternative, they will climb even the highest wall.

-	 Europe is the continent of solidarity, and our doors will remain open for those in need of protection. 
But we must be able to manage arrivals collectively in an organised and more structural view. 
The only way we can ensure that those who need protection will receive protection, is if we can 
also ensure that those who are not entitled to protection return to their places of origin or stay 
where they belong.43

-	 Today, 18 years after the vile 9/11 attacks, my thoughts are with the victims and their loved ones. 
To do justice to their memory and to protect our citizens, we must continue the fight against 
terrorism and extremism; it is our global duty.44

-	 The launch of the first EU-wide resettlement scheme in July 2015 and the EU-Turkey Statement 
has offered legal pathways to almost 26,000 people.45

-	 But, we’re not there yet. We have been struggling with relocation, with preparing and 
outfitting refugee accommodation for the winter, with the bad and deteriorating conditions 
in Libya, with increasing numbers of arrivals from Northern Africa, low returns from Europe and 
the fact that internal border controls persist.46

-	 On a side note let me say that with regard to relocation, we are today referring Hungary, the 
Czech Republic and Poland to the Court, as they have given no indication, even after the 
reasoned opinion issued last summer, that they will respect their legal obligations and 
contribute to showing solidarity with Greece and Italy. 47

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-	 Furthermore, we need to complete the pledging exercise for the new resettlement scheme 
by February, increase returns capacity and commit the necessary assets of staff for the European 
Border and Coast Guard by March, and launch the first pilot projects on legal migration for key 
partner countries and agree at least three further readmission arrangements by May.48

-	 “The commission should go forward and try to get all member states in the EU to unreservedly 
accept same-sex marriage as other marriages”, he said at a gala organised last week in Brussels 
by ILGA-Europe, a gay rights NGO.

They 
need political leaders who have the courage to explain that to their population instead of 
playing into the fears as I’ve seen Mr Orbán doing in the last couple of months.”57

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So we have to go step by step, but the final purpose is to get decisions taken by qualified 
majority when the time comes.131

-	 A realistic integration policy must expect that not every step along the road to deeper integration 
will automatically be welcomed by every member state and its citizens. There are countries that 
have already decided they do not wish further integration within the monetary union, not to 
mention beyond. Therefore, future integration has to be approached more in terms of groups of 
countries. Until recently, the prospect of differentiated integration was used as threat, designed 
to put pressure on reluctant governments into agreeing to further integration. Nowadays, 
differentiation in integration must be seen as an opportunity. The new aim should be to give 
every member state the place that is willing and able to take up.132

-	 In sum, the new Europe that can be developed while the crisis nears its end should have at its 
core the Euro zone countries, which are may be willing to move ahead towards fiscal union and 
more coordinated social policies.

-	 Josep Borrell, who is nominated to be the EU’s next chief diplomat, said that Europe could not 
allow itself to become “irrelevant” on a world stage dominated by superpowers such as the US 
and China.140

-	 We are running a lot of projects supporting civil society, which work with and for minorities.

-	 Fundamental rights are key to what makes Europe distinctive. Policies on digital (notably on 
artificial intelligence), on inclusion, on migration, on equality, on media, on security all have a 
key fundamental rights dimension.172

They bind us together, from North to South, from 
East to West. They overcome our differences of language, of culture, of traditions. This is why 
upholding our values, our fundamental rights, our rule of law, must be our key objective. 

This is the spirit I 
would like to uphold in the next Commission.178

-	 My second pillar of work will be based on values, including the rule of law and media freedoms.

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-	 In her introductory speech, Ms Šuica committed to improve citizens’ participation in EU democracy 
and to address Europe’s demographic change, which she sees as “a root cause of some people losing 
faith in our democracy”.

-	 Thirdly, and as a part of the implementation of the European Pillar of Social Rights, I will coordinate 
the work on better reconciling work and family life.199

-	 There is no way to do it, as I said at the beginning what our ideas are. We were not talking about birth 
rates at all. We won’t do anything on this. Family policy is important, of course, but it depends 
on the definition of family. We won’t go so far, but I think balancing work and family is very 
important and this is also part of my portfolio.200

-	 I’m sure that family-friendly policies will also have a place and this family-friendly policy will 
play a role in this context. When I talk about work-life balance this means also family friendly 
policy. Work-life balance is about this.201

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consensus on, but only then will we be putting something formally on the table. We will not 
neglect for a second the mountain of work already achieved over the past three years, as well as 
the compromises found already on a large bulk of the reform package, all of which, I know very 
well, was very much thanks to you here in this Parliament. This work will be preserved.206

-	 And finally, building on pilot projects on legal migration, which are under way, I will 
promote modern and targeted legal migration schemes that respond to the needs of 
the EU economy, labour market and demographic challenges, and we will ensure that 
humanitarian corridors are set up along the model of the emergency transit mechanisms 
to Niger and now also Rwanda.207

-	 Migration policies – the way we structure migration policies – are comprehensive and 
inclusive. They are based on the single premise that Europe will continue to be an asylum 
destination. That defines us, that is who we are. Why is it ‘us versus them’? This is the most 
value-driven policy we have, that Europe will always be a land of asylum. But we also have to be 
very clear that those who are not eligible for asylum will, at some point, have to go back, and we 
will do that in our own European way with our own values, in a humane and dignified way, with 
our money and decently.208

TERRORIZMUS ÉS BIZTONSÁG

-	 Finally, moving on to my responsibilities regarding our Security Union, the values that we stand 
for must not only be championed but also secured against what challenges them. This is the 
same Union that sets world standards on data protection and privacy, and I’m very conscious 
that my role is also to ensure that whatever we do in security respects fundamental rights. 

This will 
also guide my work in implementing the interoperability proposals, which will be particularly 
important as we move to launch our new information systems.209

-	 I think that we can sufficiently address these concerns by this assurance that our security policy 
should be driven by fundamental rights.210

-	 And finally, we have to continue these humanitarian corridors combined with resettlement, 
because this is another orderly way to bring in people legally. People that can contribute 
positively to our society and to our economy.211

-	 My portfolio will cover the external relations of the migration dossier and there I will continue to 
defend the EU line, which is that we have to help our partner countries – be it south, be it east 
– to protect their borders and to withstand external pressure from illegal migration, but also to 
help them to cater for those migrants who are on their territories.346

-	 We will have another financial tool in the making, which is the NDICI, where we have allocated 
funds for migration. So, there will be no interference; should this be adopted by this House and 
the Council, we would have no interference between IPA and migration actions.347

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-	 When it comes to the Eastern Partnership, my approach to the Eastern Partnership countries, 
especially those three with Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Areas (DCFTAs) is that, if they 
can do more we are here to help. And we are ready to do more and to integrate them into our 
daily life through digital, through the Green Deal (there is a huge potential in that region) or 
through transport and energy.355

EU-BŐVÍTÉS

-	 Being responsible for the Neighbourhood and Enlargement portfolio in the European 
Commission would be a dream come true for which I am well prepared. I have a deep sympathy 
and understanding of the aspirations of our neighbours to be either part of or be closely 
associated to the European family.356

-	 Honourable Members, allow me to make some specific remarks on each region, starting with 
the Western Balkans. This region is an integral part of Europe and its accession perspective must 
be credible. This is in our geopolitical self-interest.357

-	 I will engage with all institutions, businesses and civil society to accomplish this. I will continue 
to defend the proposal to open accession negotiations with Albania and North Macedonia. I 
will do all to make it happen within the shortest time frame possible. First, we need to open 
accession negotiations with North Macedonia and Albania. This means fully standing by a clear 
accession perspective and the principle of ‘own merit’. First is to ensure that North Macedonia 
and Albania will have accession negotiations opened before the Zagreb Summit.358

-	 Our partnerships in the Neighbourhood are of paramount importance. The core of my 
mission will be to continue accelerating cooperation with the Neighbourhood partners on the 
challenges and opportunities that lie ahead in order to foster stability, security and prosperity 
in and around Europe.359

-	 Concerning the Enlargement process to the Western Balkans, President elect Ursula von der 
Leyen unequivocally tasked me in my mission letter with ensuring to sustain and accelerate 
progress in the next five years, through a merit-based assessment of each candidate country, 
keeping a credible perspective on future accession.360

-	 Our principle in the Western Balkans, and the principle represented by the EU has always been 
‘fundamentals first’ and this is what I will pursue. It means that as long as there is no progress on 
the rule of law, there can be no real progress in accession. Therefore, I’m willing to use all tools 
available to ensure that the rule of law conditionality is met by our partners.361

-	 We must acknowledge that there are countries, as is the case with Albania and North Macedonia, 
which have made impressive progress on difficult reforms and are meeting the conditions 
set for the opening of negotiations. Opening accession negotiations with these countries 
should boost the reform momentum elsewhere in the region and inject new confidence in the 
enlargement perspective. As regard Turkey, the General Affairs Council concluded on 18 June 
2019 that “Turkey’s accession negotiations have […] effectively come to a standstill and no 
further chapters can be considered for opening or closing”.362

-	 As Commissioner, my only objective is to implement the political priorities of the European Union 
towards all the Enlargement and Neighbourhood partners, elaborating and implementing 
policies in the Western Balkans as well as in the Eastern and Southern neighbourhood in true 
European spirit, as I have outlined in other parts of my answers.363

-	 We have to recognise the different realities and circumstances our partners are faced with in our 
neighbourhood and support them with tailor-made solutions. The Western Balkans, including 
North Macedonia and Albania, have a clear EU accession perspective. Our job is to help them 
embrace the opportunities this offers which, in our eyes, our own very strategic interest. Other

-	 When it comes to the accession process of Turkey into the European Union, we see that it is 
already at a standstill. However, stopping or finishing accession negotiations without accession 
is a major political and strategic decision to be made by this House and to be made by the 
Council. This is not something that the Commissioner will decide upon. So when we have a full 
discussion about our future relationship with Turkey of course this is going to be a strategic 
question that we need to look at. On the other hand, we should not forget that Turkey is the 
second biggest NATO ally to those Member States who are in NATO and it is a100-million-
inhabitant major country basically in our neighbourhood. So when we are assessing the future 
relationship, we have to take all factors into account. Accession negotiations is one of them.365

-	 I will use the Human Rights and Democracy thematic programme and our support for the 
European Endowment for Democracy to ensure that the new instrument will contribute more 
to anchoring of human rights, supporting human rights defenders, vulnerable groups and the 
persons most at risk and other minorities, and ensuring media freedom and the freedom of 
expression.369

-	 When building the European Union, we shall not have to choose between national and 
European interests but we shall find their synthesis and work for the common good. I intend 
to continue my work along this principle towards the common good.370

-	 In my introduction, the point I made about the need to synthesise the national interest and 
to come up with the European interest means that these are not mutually exclusive.371

-	 The effective functioning of national Parliaments is an essential element of the political 
criteria that all candidate countries must satisfy to become an EU Member State.372

-	 The Commission has launched an independent evaluation of the EU Gender Action Plan, 
which will allow taking stock of achievements to date and draw lessons for the future. It is 
likely that after 2020, we will still need to have a plan of concrete actions translating our 
political commitments. I would like to use this opportunity to thank the European Parliament 
for the support in this respect and ask for it in the future in view of a possible Gender Action 
Plan III.
